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MATTS LEIDERSTAM

By the use of multiple forms of interpretation, as well as the
relationship between original and copy as method, Matts
Leiderstam challenges the patriarchal gaze that has
characterized much of art history. Since the mid 00s, when
he completed his PhD, he has been working primarily with
photography, installation and text in relation to landscape
and portraiture as genres, all the while with painting and the
gaze as an underlying theme. 

His ongoing conversation with art history and its materials
has led him into museum storage facilities and archives. He
has a keen interest in the circulation of artworks through
commissions, acquisitions, theft and confiscation and what
these things tell us. His work also deals with how ways of
seeing change over time and he seeks out alternative, queer
stories connected to the act of seeing or looking at painting.
For Leiderstam, it is the very moment of encountering a
painting that guides all the permutations his work might
take within an exhibition space. 

Matts Leiderstam, born 1956, lives and works in Stockholm
and Malmö.

SEEN THROUGH THE GRID 
Matts Leiderstam at Andréhn-
Schiptjenko, Stockholm 
 
In his work, Matts Leiderstam is in constant dialogue 
with the history of painting and its relationship to the 
gaze. He methodically searches for alternative, queer, 
narratives connected to the act of looking at a painting 
and also explores how the gaze is changing over time.  
 
Since the late 1980s, Leiderstam has mainly worked 
with painting, often based on photographic sources. In 
the first half of the 1990s, his work took a political turn 
and his field of interest expanded to the landscape and 
the park as a site for gay cruising. This parallel 
perspective was later transferred to art history and, 
more specifically, to the physical space of the museum. 
Since then, he has studied and then paraphrased older 
paintings in a series of works; staging the structures 
that the image makers of art history utilized to organize 
the gaze and its play. By using several different forms of 
interpretation as well as the relationship between 
original and copy as a method, he was able to challenge 
the patriarchal gaze that has characterized much of art 
history. 

 
Since 2016, Matts Leiderstam has worked on a series of 
works that in different ways relate to the grid as a visual 
structure. "What does the grid do?" and "What does the 
painting do?" are the seemingly simple but complex 
questions that guided Leiderstam and have been posed 
in relation to both painting and contemporary 
technology. Grids as a tool for the composition of 
images were developed during the Italian Renaissance 
and, to this day, continue to play a central role in the 
creation of images, both in the photographic and 
computer-generated image. Leiderstam questions his 
own personal relationship to the grid, which is founded 
in a Western painting tradition and the use of linear 
perspective, and experiences "his" grid as a queer lens 
to see through. 
 
The core of the exhibition consists of the Archived series, 
a number of prints and drawings based on various 
collected visual references, which form the basis of 
Leiderstam's ideas on what paintings actually do and 
how we look at them. The exhibition also shows a series 
of paintings, Panel, made in oil and/or acrylic on poplar 
wood panels and sprung from the act of drawing the 
lines of a grid over the image surface, where impulses 
and mistakes lead the process forward. In form, the 
paintings are similar to contemporary screens as well as 



wooden panels of older times, such as icons and 
unframed Italian Renaissance portraits. 
 
Leiderstam's examination of the grid has resulted in two 
previous exhibitions at Andréhn-Schiptjenko, in 
Stockholm in 2018 and Paris in 2021. In the spring of 
2022, a more extensive exhibition was also presented at 
the The Royal Swedish Academy of Fine Arts in 
Stockholm as part of Leiderstam's artistic research 
project What Does the Grid Do? with support from the 
Swedish Research Council. In mid-September, Art & 
Theory Publishing will also publish a richly illustrated 
book about this project, titled Matts Leiderstam Seen 
Through the Grid. 
 
Matts Leiderstam (b. 1956) resides and works in 
Stockholm. He graduated in 2006 with a PhD from the 
Malmö Art Academy and in 1989 with an MA from the 
Valand Academy of Art in Gothenburg. Leiderstam has 
previously exhibited at The Royal Swedish Academy of 
Fine Arts, Stockholm; Moderna Museet, Stockholm; 
Salonul de Proiecte, Bucharest; Collectors Space, 
Istanbul; The 11th Shanghai Biennale, Shanghai; The

With this new series of paintings, Leiderstam (b. 1956, lives 
and works in Stockholm) returns to the modernistic practice 
in which he was trained in the 70s and 80s. Panels can be 
seen as a retroactive use of his knowledge of painting applied 
to the abstract image. Every painting is an object of its own; 
however, presented together on a table and shelves, they 
form sequences and rhythms in space. In this way, 
Leiderstam creates an environment where the viewer’s 
movement is an important part of the experience. 
 
Matts Leiderstam’s work has often started from his 
experiences and desires related to classical paintings 
hanging in museums. To know more, he habitually repainted 
them, or made another form of what he calls ‘after-images’. 
He did this in order to understand their compositions, but 
also to see how we as viewers today experience them—
namely with the accumulated stories attached to the history 
of these paintings. In our digital age, these paintings are 
shared as images on the screen and seen many times, 
thereby losing histories and acquiring unexpected new 
stories. In Leiderstam’s brain, all these images and 
experiences leave traces—not only from behind the screen, 
but also from his formative years of producing the ‘after-
images’. In this way, they become part of a deep archive. The 
panels are not only beautiful objects, but also impressions of

Matts Leiderstam has a Ph.D. in Fine Arts and teaches at the 
Malmö Art Academy. 
His dissertation See and Seen, Seeing Landscape through 
Artistic Practice from 2005 took as its subject our cultural 
ways of seeing. He explored the way we perceive nature 
through our ‘cultural glasses’, which causes it to become a 
depiction, or a landscape, and how this seeing is influenced 
by artists. 
 
Leiderstam’s recent shows include: Lunds Konsthall, Lund 
(SE) 2017; 11th Shanghai Biennale (CN) 2016; Fondazione 
Prada, Milan (IT) 2015; Berlin Biennale (DE) 2014; Museo

Rotterdam (NL) 2011; and the Göteborg Biennial (SE) 2011. 
2010 included solo shows at the Kunsthalle Düsseldorf (DE); 
the Malmö Art Museum (SE); Grazer Kunstverein, Graz (AT); 
and the Turku Art Museum Turku (FI). In 2008 Leiderstam 
exhibited at the Salon Museum of Contemporary Art 
(Belgrade) and 2007 at the Badischer Kunstverein (DE). His 
project Grand Tour was shown at Magasin 3 Stockholm 
Konsthall (SE) 2005, after which it traveled to Dundee 
Contemporary Arts (Scotland), Göteborgs Konsthall (SE), and 
Kunstmuseum Liechtenstein (Vaduz).

GENEROSITY. THE ART OF GIVING 
Matts Leiderstam at the National Gallery, 
Prague, Czech Republic, 2016 
 
The gift and the act of generosity lie at the foundation of a 
large majority of museums, including the National Gallery in 
Prague. The institution was established in 1796 by a generous 
gesture from the Society of Patriotic Friends of the Arts, which 
consisted of a group of prominent representatives of the 
Bohemian patriotic aristocracy and enlightened middle-class 
intellectuals, whose aim was to elevate what they called the 
“debased artistic taste” of the local population. The 
outstanding role of individuals such as Vojtěch Lanna, 
Vincenc Kramář, and Lubor Hájek is exemplary and formative 
in the National Gallery’s politics of generosity. 
 
On February 5th, 2016, 220 years will have passed since the 
National Gallery’s historical moment of its founding. Unlike in 
the past, when similar occasions were usually com-
memorated in a rather historical and retrospective way, this 
time, the National Gallery will celebrate the event with an 
exhibition on the politics of generosity, devoted to topics such 
as togetherness, sharing, donating, patronizing and 
friendship in the arts. 
 
A series of shows prepared by the collections of the National 
Gallery will attempt to present a biography of the institution 
and its identity, which is based on and fundamentally linked 
to the principle of generosity. A multi-layered and diverse 
display will consist of a main exhibition on the second floor of 
the Kinsky Palace, while at the same time, related displays 
and individual artworks will be placed in all of the other 
buildings of the National Gallery. The topic of generosity will 

permeate through the whole Gallery not only from a historical 
perspective, but will also be set into a linguistic, poetic and 
social context, thus providing an insight into the mechanics 
of the precious habit of giving and its consequences. Here, the 
museum is a gift, and the collection is perceived as a collective 
property. 
 
Generosity is also linked to hospitality. The work of Jacques 
Derrida and Maurice Blanchot on hospitality, friendship, 
gratitude, and the impossibility of a gift set up the guidelines. 
It is, however, Marcel Mauss’ seminal oeuvre The Gift: Forms 
and functions of exchange in archaic societies (1923) that 
serves as a starting point and opens a discussion about 
reciprocity and generosity as openness to others that is 
fundamental and primordial to the human personal, 
interpersonal and communal existence, sociality and social 
formation. It too constitutes the self as open to the otherness. 
As an anthropologist of the gift, Mauss studied the possibility 
and the utopia of reciprocal exchange. The gift is a “total 
prestation”, imbued with “spiritual mechanisms”, engaging 
the honor of both giver and receiver. How is this utopia being 
faced in our times? What is the current gift economy and how 
does the Maussian “spiritual mechanism” of giving, receiving 
and reciprocating operate in a post-capitalist moment of 
market inflation and a value crisis? 
 
A subject of philosophical and sociological debate, from 
Aristotle, Nietzsche, Merleau-Ponty through Sartre and 
Mauss, down to Levinas’ “radical generosity”, alterity and 
responsibility and Derrida’s study on identity, difference and 
the gift where giving is that which puts the circle of exchange 
in motion and that which exceeds and disrupts it, generosity 
is a controversial virtue, acting as a substantial component of 
the social constitution of identity and difference; it belongs to 
the domain of affectivity, inseparable from but not reducible 



to social norms; it too is the means of community 
(trans)formation. As such, challenging ethical issues, related 
to a freedom to give and receive, generosity acts as an agent 
of sensibility, i.e. affectivity, and perception that activates 
critical thinking and influences social imaginaries. Generosity 
is considered here as a critical tool to analyze the museum’s 
role in contemporary society. What can the museum, as a 
(once) site of magical healing, offer (us) nowadays? What new 
mythologies can the museum provide (us) with? What is the 
current exchange value? Can reciprocity be afforded? What 
strategies of re-enchantment can a museum invest (us) with? 
Pierre Huyghe’s white rabbit ⁠–⁠ an almost grotesque symbol of 
(lost) innocence and purity ⁠–⁠ gets confused in the labyrinths 
of the museum’s subjectivities. 
 
When perceiving the show as a whole, we will meet the 
personalities of the people who contributed significantly to 
the establishment and development of the institution and its 
collections. We will encounter their ideas and visions, as well 
as the imprint of the visions of the contemporary minds that 
have shaped the concept of the whole show. 
 
A unique selection of masterpieces related to the notion of 
generosity from the National Gallery collections and other 
outstanding Czech collections will be shown on the second 
floor of the Kinsky Palace. The main exhibition will be 
composed of six chapters: I. Generosity of the founding 
fathers, II. Institutional generosity as the foundation principle 
of the museum’s collections, III. Generosity of donors and 
benefactors, IV. Generosity of the world as a source of life, V. 
Love and compassion in philosophy and religion, VI. Love and 
friendship as conditions of human existence. Further, in order 
to build up a unified narrative body, the selection will also be 
incorporated into the permanent exhibitions of the five 

collections that the National Gallery consists of. Additionally, 
each of the six buildings will also host interventions and site-
specific works of contemporary art created specifically for this 
occasion. In order to contextualize the display within a 
contemporary perspective, artworks, installations and 
performances by Jiří Kovanda, Klára Kristalová, Matts 
Leiderstam, Yoshihiro Suda, Prinz Gholam, Edmund de Waal, 
Jaromír Novotný, Hiroshi Sugimoto and a number of others 
will also be included in the exhibition. 
 
The exhibition is a collective venture of the Chief Curator 
Adam Budak and curatorial representatives from each 
collection of the National Gallery in Prague: Eva Bendová, 
Kristýna Brožová, Oldřich Bystřický, Markéta Hánová, Adéla 
Holubová, Veronika Hulíková, Štěpánka Chlumská, Martina 
Jandlová, Rea Michalová, Zuzana Novotná, Michaela 
Pejčochová, Radomíra Sedláková, Petr Šámal, Olga Uhrová, 
Marcela Vondráčková, Petra Zelenková.

RECTO VERSO 
Matts Leiderstam at Fondazione Prada, 
Milan, Italy, 2015 
 
 
The thematic exhibition “Recto Verso” presents artworks that 
consciously foreground the hidden, concealed or forgotten 
phenomenon of “the back.” It was conceived by the 
Fondazione Prada Thought Council, whose current members 
are Shumon Basar, Elvira Dyangani Ose, Cédric Libert and 
Dieter Roelstraete. 
 
“Recto Verso” continues an approach from the preceding 
Nord gallery exhibition “In Part”, curated by Nicholas Cullinan, 
whereby a latent theme is detected in the Prada Collection, 
and then expanded with loaned works from international and 
national institutions. In this way, the Prada Collection is 
thought of as an open resource whose potential provides new 
interpretations of the present. 
 
The Western art tradition has mainly conceived of paintings 
as frontal (“recto”) artifacts. The back (“verso”) carries 
significantly less cultural meaning, destined to remain 
beyond the public’s view, and only visible to the artists 
themselves or staff at museums and galleries. 
In this exhibition, artists over the course of two centuries to 
today counter this convention by flipping the back to the 
front. 
 
For example, in some works in the exhibition, the trompe-l’œil 
technique, made famous by 18th-century Flemish painters, is 
used to focus attention on the frame rather than the picture. 
In these artworks the back is represented through both the  

 
 
technique of painting, as in the case of Louis-Léopold Boilly, 
Roy Lichtenstein and Luca Bertolo, and photography, as 
exemplified by Gerard Byrne, Thomas Demand, Philippe 
Gronon, Matts Leiderstam and Ian Wallace. 
 
The marks that the artists leave on the back of a painting can 
be diverse in nature and their intentional revelation of non-
visible content can vary: from the explicit message of protest 
shown by Gastone Novelli during the 1968 Venice Biennale, 
when he exhibited one of his paintings reversed, like a wall on 
which political slogans could be written, to the inclusion of 
actual images on the back of the canvas, as can be seen in the 
works by Llyn Foulkes and Giulio Paolini. These only become 
visible when they are turned around, thereby calling into 
question the ascendancy of the recto over the verso. 
 
When the back of a painting began to become a subject for 
artistic research, the confusion between the two surfaces 
began to shift towards a fusion proper, as in the processes of 
combustion carried out by Alberto Burri. The structure of the 
painting may also take center-stage: Sarah Charlesworth’s 
double-exposure photography sees through the work itself to 
emphasize the structural and physical features of the 
represented object. 
 
Whereas Carla Accardi replaces canvas with transparent 
plastic, thus revealing the otherwise hidden structure and the 
wall behind, in recent years Pierre Toby has used glass for the 
same purpose. In the works of Pierre Buraglio and Daniel 
Dezeuze—close to the late- 1960s French art movement 
Supports /Surfaces—the picture plane vanished completely, 
leaving only the support material.

SEEN FROM HERE 
Matts Leiderstam at Kunsthalle 
Düsseldorf, Düsseldorf, Germany, 2010 
 
The Swedish installation artist Matts Leiderstam is interested 
in the portrait and landscape painting of the 18th and 19th 
centuries. After intensive art and cultural history research, 
Leiderstam takes paintings and graphic art out of their 
original collection and presentation contexts to position them 
anew within institutional exhibitions. With the aid of slide 
projections, computer animations, optical instruments 
(colour filters, magnifying glasses, binoculars, etc.) and his 
own reproductions of originals, the artist appropriates the 
material, offering the viewer alternative ways of looking at 
visual motifs and compositions. Attention thus focuses on 
incidental details and subtle codes that normally are hardly 
perceived owing to habitual patterns of seeing and 
interpreting. His scientific approach has made Leiderstam 
one of the few visual artists to gain a doctorate with his artistic 
work. He usually plans his exhibitions, which frequently take 
the form of archives or historical collections of paintings, for a 
specific location. 
 
In the sidelight hall and foyer of the Kunsthalle Düsseldorf, 
Matts Leiderstam presents older works from the period 1997 
to 2008. In the context of his new installation Neanderthal 
Landscape he creates an archival situation for the gallery hall 
in which visitors can follow the development and results of his 
research on the Düsseldorf School of the 19th century. 
Through binoculars the visitor can examine the tiniest details 
of historical landscape paintings from the gallery, installed in 
unconventional arrangements on the large wall of the 
cinema. On exhibit are paintings from the collections of the  

 
 
museum kunst palast, Düsseldorf, the Stadtmuseum 
Düsseldorf, the Neanderthal Museum in Mettmann and the 
Malmö Museum of Art that have direct or indirect 
connections with the teachings of the landscape artist 
Johann Wilhelm Schirmer (1807-1863). As founder of the first 
landscape class at the Düsseldorf Academy of the Arts, 
Schirmer took his students to the nearby Valley of the 
Neander in the Niederbergisches Land to do open air studies. 
The influence of the Düsseldorf School can interestingly be 
followed back to Scandinavia. 
 
For his solo exhibition Matts Leidertsam – Seen From Here, 
the artist followed the traces of J.W. Schirmer, researching in 
the local collections and archives. The show at the Kunsthalle 
is being presented at the same time as the Schirmer Project 
2010, devoted to the work and times of the landscape artist, in 
which the museum kunst palast and five further institutions 
from the region are participating. The exhibition curated by 
Christoph Benjamin Schulz with the assistance of Jari Ortwig 
will subsequently be shown at the Malmö Museum of Art, at 
the Turku Museum of Art in Finland and at the Vaasa 
Museum of Art in Finland. 
 
A catalogue is available in German and English. In addition to 
a foreword by Ulrike Gross and Gregor Jansen, it presents an 
essay by Bettina Baumgärtel of the reception of landscape 
painting. There are also texts by Maria Lind, Friedemann 
Malsch and Dieter Roelstraete on various groups of the artist’s 
works. The publication also contains an interview by 
Christoph Benjamin Schulz and Jari Ortwig with the artist 
about his most recent installation developed for the 
Kunsthalle.

Matts Leiderstam måste vara en av våra – i ordets positiva bemärkelse – mest 
enkelspåriga konstnärer. Sedan 2016 har fokus för hans konstnärskap varit 
rutnätet och dess betydelse för såväl konstnärligt skapande som vår upplevelse 
av bilder. De senaste åren har hans undersökning bedrivits inom ramen för ett 
forskningsprojekt vid Lunds universitet, finansierat av Vetenskapsrådet. Nu 
närmar sig projektet mållinjen och senare i höst resulterar det i en publikation 
som sammanfattar arbetet i text och bild. 

Leiderstams konstnärskap har alltsedan 1980-talet kretsat kring konstens, 
framför allt måleriets, resa från konstnärens ateljé till mötet med publiken. Inte 
minst har han intresserat sig för de dolda visuella koder som äldre bilder är 
överfulla av, och som berättar lika mycket om bildernas upphovspersoner som 
om samhället de levde i. Han har också intresserat sig för de institutionella 
strukturer som bär upp konstlivet: museet, samlingen, arkivet. 



 
Leiderstams projekt är konsekvent, teoretiskt medvetet och förutsätter att man 
som publik är villig att låta sig bjudas in till en upptäcktsresa genom 
konsthistoriens mindre kända regioner. Det är knappast förvånande att han 
dragits till disciplinen konstnärlig forskning, eftersom hans praktik som konstnär 
från allra första början handlat om att analysera, frilägga och diskutera. Hans 
uttryck är därför inte särskilt publikfriande, men det är också Leiderstams syfte. 
Bakom konstens yttre bländverk finns alltid en mörkare fond som, utan att vi 
alltid anar det, definierar vår upplevelse av verken. 
 
Stundtals har Leiderstams återhållna och strama 
uttryck rört sig i riskabel närhet av det akademiskt 
torrlagda. Och det kräver en hel del för att inte 
redan använda gester ska upprepas intill 
tröttsamhetens gräns. Så när han än en gång – den 
sista, får man anta – återvänder till det väl använda 
rutnätet är det inte utan viss bävan jag styr stegen 
mot galleriet på öppningskvällen. Lyckligtvis 
kommer mina farhågor på skam. 

Det konceptuella anslaget och det stringenta 
tekniska utförandet sitter som vanligt där det ska, 
men det känns samtidigt som om Leiderstam sänkt 
skuldrorna en aning och skaffat sig ett betydligt 
mer avslappat, för att inte säga lekfullt, förhållande 
till sitt tema. Och han har en hel del mojänger att 
plocka upp ur den visuella leklådan. Rutnätets roll i 
konsten är i sig ädlaste konsthistoria: det började användas redan i renässansen 
Italien för att hjälpa konstnärer att komponera sina potentiellt ganska röriga 



målningar. Sedan har rutnätet kommit att traska med mänskligheten genom alla 
nya och gamla konstnärliga uttryck. Det har överlevt fram till våra dagar och 
funnit en ny hemvist i den digitala världen. 

Samtidigt är rutnätet, the grid, också en metafor för ett strukturerat sätt att 
betrakta världen, ett sätt som inte bara bringar ordning i kaos utan också 
begränsar vår frihet att välja perspektiv. Att, som renläriga preppers, leva off 

grid är mot denna bakgrund inte bara analogt med att leva utan industriellt 
producerad elektricitet, det är också ett ställningstagande för en alternativ 
livsstil bortom de etablerade maktstrukturerna. 
 

 
 

Men när man vandrar runt bland Matts Leiderstams verk i utställningen inser 
man ganska snart att hans förhållande till rutnätet är betydligt mer än en 
teknikalitet eller en kompositionsprincip, och alls ingen tvångströja. Hans rutnät 
har fått ett eget måleriskt liv, och på sätt och vis närmat sig den tidiga 
modernistiska tradition som Leiderstam själv stundom förhållit sig kritisk till. 
Linjerna i hans rutnät ömsom blöder färg, ömsom tunnas ut intill försvinnandets 
gräns. Ibland är färgfälten mellan linjerna släta och stillsamma, andra gånger 
vibrerar de av färg. Konsthistorien finns där närvarande, men den befinner sig, 
bokstavligt talat, i bakgrunden. Det känns i stället som om konstnären i 
projektets slutakt funnit tillbaka till det som egentligen är all bildkonsts 
upprinnelse: viljan att fånga betraktarens blick, att engagera hens sinnen och att 
finna den dolda väg som leder från hjärna till hjärta.

I utställningen ”Vad gör rutnätet?” utforskar Matts Leiderstam rutnätets 
visuella struktur. Jesper Strömbäck Eklund märker hur linjerna successivt 
luckras upp. 
 
 
RECENSION. När Donald Trump valdes till USA:s president 2016 befann sig Matts 
Leiderstam i Shanghai och hade nyss avslutat ett större, platsspecifikt projekt. 
Världen, som vi alla vet, accelererade in i en ny tid. För Leiderstam väcktes behovet 
av att stanna upp och etablera ett mer intimt arbete med måleri i ateljén. Rutnätet 
och dess roll i historiskt (och samtida) bildskapande blev utgångspunkten för ett 
undersökande och öppet arbete. Ett forskningsprojekt formaliserades 2019, där 
måleriet utgör den ena delen och textmaterial med intervjuer och egna reflektioner 
utgör den andra. En publikation väntas senare under året. 
 



Det materiella resultatet av denna process presenteras nu på Konstakademien likt 
en gigantisk diptyk uppdelad i två luftiga rum. Avsaknad av huvudingång, verktitlar 
och maffiga infotexter inbjuder till en utforskande kontemplation av tematiken. ”Vad 
gör rutnätet?” är utställningens, och verkets, titel.  
 

 
 

Det större rummet aktiverar perspektivet och blicken genom en utsökt snickrad 
replika av salen vi befinner oss i omgjort till ett tittskåp. Genom ett hål i ena änden 
ser vi ut genom skåpet in i rummet och betraktar ett antal målningar på håll, som för 
att förstärka deras dekorativa formalism. Färgvalen – omväxlande klara grundfärger 
och mättade ädelstensnyanser – samt de geometriska kompositionerna tycks styrda 
av en systematisk upprepning av versioner med samma motiv: Rutnät, stödlinjer och 
rektanglar. I strängheten anas samtidigt en märkbar glädje inför det ljuva i färgval 
och ytor som komponerats till fulländade enheter. Den tänkande handen är trots allt 
känslig och full av åtrå.

I det mindre rummet presenteras två intima hyllstrukturer och en arkivlåda där 
målningar lagts ner eller stöttats upp på små ställningar. Ett antal ramade arkivbilder 
har infogats tätt intill varandra på det nedre hyllplanet i en av strukturerna. Här 
framhålls deras funktion som referensmaterial och en del av det flöde som 
betraktaren omöjligen kan avkoda men som format Leiderstams egen blick. Som 
alltid hos Leiderstam aktiverar betraktarens delar av verkens maskineri.  
 
Trots utställningens ”forskningsbaserade” inramning är måleriet hypnotiskt och 
befinner sig bortom snäva teorier. Rutnätets tvingande linjer luckras successivt upp 
och destabiliserar den mittpunkt de försöker att hålla samman. De abstrakta 
målningarna blir här ett sätt att tänka, en slags spekulativ empati: hur förhåller sig 
den ena formen till den andra?  
 
I en okänd framtid föreställer jag mig att målningarna kommer att hittas djupt nere i 
Smithsonians arkiv, på ett ödelagt Tellus, där invånare från andra planetära system 
försöker avkoda deras innebörd.

Leiderstams nya utställning skiljer sig från dem jag tidigare sett av
honom. Ett återkommande grepp i hans konstnärliga praktik har varit att lyfta
fram någon bild, gärna en tavla på ett museum av en äldre konstnär från
artonhundratalet eller bakåt. För att komma åt nya tolkningsmöjligheter har
avläsningen sedan obstruerats. Om Leiderstam i dessa tidigare installationer
med linser och okonventionella hängningar dragit ett dekonstruktivistiskt
arbetssätt mycket långt, så har han denna gång drivit ett konstruktivistiskt
ända in i kaklet, ser det ibland ut som. Grundformen i de pannåer han nu visar
på Andréhn­Schiptjenko, är nämligen det rutnät som i skilda sammanhang ofta
används vid bildkonstruktion.

Utställningstiteln Panels syftar dock inte på Leiderstams målningar, utan
på hyllorna de är uppställda på. Det var med dem han började sitt projekt,
med att skruva upp några långa paneler utefter väggarna i ateljén och därefter
låta dem vara en integrerad del i arbetsprocessen. Målningarnas begränsade
och abstrakta formspråk gör dem lätta att gifta ihop i olika konstellationer
utefter ett hyllplan. Där kan man också enkelt vrida på dem, ställa dem på tre
kvart eller upp och ned, för att se hur de nu blev på den ledden. 

      I utställningssituationen tänker man inte så mycket på Leiderstams
målningar som enskilda verk, utan mer hur de på olika sätt samverkar, hur de

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lättar upp en annan där Leiderstam dragit ett oräkneligt antal linjer i olika
färger.

Att Leiderstam redan i processens början genom hyllplanen fått en
variabel helhet att förhålla sig till är säkert en av anledningarna till att bilderna
trots sitt begränsade formspråk är så varierade. Leiderstam har kunnat flyttat
runt sina pannåer och föra in de replikskiften som uppstått bilderna emellan.
Sedan gruppera om. Någon möda och skaparvånda kan jag inte se i dessa
bilder tillkomna med linjal och ganska mycket tejp och så subtilt framtagna
nyanseringar. Om den fanns under processen så har den försvunnit i någon
omflyttning. Gott så. Kvar blev leken och dess överraskningsmoment, det som
inte gick att förutse utan bara blev.

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Spår av liv i verkligheten. Konstnärerna Clay Ketter och 
Matts Leiderstam tar med publiken in i sina 
arbetsprocesser i två starka galleriutställningar. Här finns 
både lek, lust och allvar som bränner till. 
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Känslan av ateljé och arkiv, att få titta in i en konstnärlig 
forskningsprocess, är påtaglig på både Clay Ketters och Matts 
Leiderstams nya utställningar. Av en slump ställer de ut samtidigt i 
samma kvarter, i galleriklustret vid Hudiksvallsgatan. 



Clay Ketter har en uttalad ambition att återskapa stämningen i 
sin belamrade studio, med täta grupperingar av verk som klättrar 
högt och ojämnt uppåt väggarna på Cecilia Hillström gallery. Men 
det är gjort med ett så säkert öga för rytm och relationer att 
upplevelsen är en installation. Ett verk. 

Epitetet före detta byggnadsarbetare som gör konst av 
rivningsmaterial och byggkomponenter, blir för varje år allt mindre 
relevant. Ketter använder fortfarande funna objekt och material 
från byggmarknader. Men på denna utställning har 
transformationen gått längre, med för honom ovanligt starka färger 
och expressiva gester. 

Här kan de abstrakta verken i blandteknik innehålla hans egna 
fotografier av spår i arkitekturen, jämte spillbitar av masonitskivor, 
kilar av mönstrad linoleummatta och sektioner med kraftfullt pålagt 
färg eller gips i böljande relief. Hans vanligtvis så strama formspråk 
går i dialog med mjukt utflytande former och sprickbildningar. Här 
finns till och med ett figurativt verk med en gammal 
landskapsmålning i botten och ett annat som inkorporerar en 
mineralsamling. 

Ungefär hälften av verken har dragits över med ett tjockt lager 
genomskinlig harts, som vackert kapslar in spår av liv. Samtidigt ger 
den högblanka ytan en artificiell, polerad ton. Å andra sidan bygger 
Ketter sina kompositioner på medvetna kontraster mellan blankt 
och matt, slätt och knöggligt, geometriskt och organiskt, högt och 
lågt. 

Så här fri, lustfylld och lekfull har jag aldrig sett honom förut – Clay 
Ketter verkar söka en ny riktning. 

Matts Leiderstams femte soloutställning på Andréhn-
Schiptjenko ger associationer till både museimagasin och 
konstnärsateljé, med komponenter som stafflier och hyllsystem 
med tavlor. Leiderstam tillhör de första konstnärerna i Sverige som 
gått en konstnärlig forskarutbildning och har sedan sin disputation 



sysslat med konsthistoriska utgrävningar – frågor om 
representation, perception, autenticitet. 

Här har han grävt i sin egen historia. I verket ”Rekonstruktion” 
ingår två av hans målningar från 1980-talet, med detaljer ur en 
gayporrfilm målade i pointillistisk stil. Leiderstam köpte tillbaka de 
skadade tavlorna på auktion och har sedan dess renoverat dem, 
forskat i sina förlagor och spårat de manliga skådespelarnas öden. 

Målningarna står på stativ mitt i gallerirummet, felvända. På den 
framåtvända baksidan finns proveniensen, de ursprungliga 
märkningarna tillsammans med Leiderstams personliga text om 
80-talets förödande aidsepidemi. 

Även i det andra huvudverket, ”Konnässörens öga”, 
uppmärksammas noteringar på baksidan. Konnässören var 
föregångaren till konsthistorikern och i detta verk ingår 
avfotograferat material från fotoarkiven på Nationalmuseum och 
Gemäldegalerie i Berlin. 

Huvudfokus är Giovanni Bellinis ikoniska motiv Kristus bär 
korset och alla efterföljande versioner. På en av de finaste finns en 
unik detalj, en tår på Jesus kind. Andaktsbildens månghundraåriga 
historia väver Leiderstam samman med nyhetsbilden av en syrisk 
flykting, en jesuslik gråtande man. 

Matts Leiderstams verk är alltid mångbottnade och intellektuellt 
utmanande men ofta långsamt verkande. Lite svala. Här bränner 
det till i berättelsen om den syriske mannen, som flytt med en bebis 
i famnen på en gummibåt över Medelhavet. Leiderstam försöker 
förstå hur nyhetsfotografen resonerade kring exponeringen, ja 
exploateringen, av mannens lidande. 

Leiderstam gör motsatsen, skyddar den plågade mannen och knyter 
hans öde till Guds son. Texten är vänd ut mot publiken, bilden vänd 
inåt, mot våra hjärtan.
